Dear Sir,

I am an Australian woman married to a Filipino Citizen.

My husband Agapito Pine Castillo first came to Australia in 1938 to work on the British Phosphate Commission ships. He lived for 2 years in Melb. during the war when he was employed by the American Red Cross, then he went to New Guinea with the A.T.S. He was discharged in Melb. Aust at the end of the war.

We were married in Melb. in Sept 1945 and have two children. My husband then worked in Melb. as a metal polisher for two years, first with 'Bruce Small' and then at 'Bethcross Tubular Furniture' Edward St. South Yarra. In May 1947 My husband received notice by the Immig. Dept. that he was to be repatriated by June 30th 1947. I applied for an extension on account of our expected baby and an extension was granted for 1 year on the understanding that no more would be granted.

My Husband finaly [sic] left Aust. in March 1948 as a member of an overseas tanker. I now wish to know if I can get him back into the country when his contracts at sea are ended.
