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So, this is one of Dad's guitars. Dad's got a few. This is a Harmony guitar, an electric one. It's one that Dad had gifted to me just before we started this project, so I've recorded the piece for the exhibition with this guitar, you know, coz it's a lovely guitar. And, you know, I guess Dad could sort of picture me playing it [laughs]. So, um... yeah, and when you hear it that's what Dad would have pictured me doing [laughs]. Yeah.

I've been playing with Mum and Dad since I was 7, so that's just a lot of what, you know, my influence and my inspiration is – the way they played music, the way they played guitar. So... I learnt a lot from, you know, watching them and learning how they play, the style that they played.

When they sang together they, um..., they really sort of like harmonized in a way like, as man and woman. They just complimented each other, backed each other up, but they also led too so... And very inspirational too, you know, to myself and I know, many others. They didn't sing about themselves – they weren't selfish. So yeah, singing about family, connection, country – for everybody [laughs].

I'm very proud of them, of what they've done. And they've created not just opportunities for myself, and my siblings and my children and our grandchildren but made it accessible for everybody to be a part of, so no one is excluded, you know. It's all inclusive, all family as we say – we all family.
